Arizona currently ranks 6™ highest in the nation for individuals 12+ years misusing and abusing
Rx drugs.

What is it Costing Us?
Arizona hasthe 12th highest drug overdose mortality ratein the United States.

Hospitalizations and emergency department visits for poisonings (Rx drugs are aleading cause) cost
Arizona more than $177 million in 2012.

The average emergency department poisoning visit cost $4,769 —the most costly single visit.

In 2011, 113 casesinvolving opioid abuse/dependency in Y uma Emergency Departments - 10 cases were
youth and young adults (<24 yrs).

Between 2008-2013, almost 2 out of every 1,000 babies born in Y uma County were diagnosed with
Neonatal Abstinence Syndrome (primarily caused by maternal opiate use).

In 2013, there were 4,073 DUI-Drug arrestsin Arizona, 2 99.4% increase in the past decade.

In 2012, arrest rates for narcotic drug sales’'manufacturing in Y uma County ranked highest in the state.
Rates for narcotic drug possession ranked 8th highest in the state.

What is Amplifying the Problem?
Rx drug misuse is considered “socially acceptable.” They are also easy to get and perceived as safe.

Only 11% of Yuma County prescribers are using the Prescription Drug Monitoring Program.
Thereisalack of education and consistent guidelines for prescribing Rx narcotics.
Many health consumers have unrealistic pain management expectations.
